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Luckily Year 1 have been able to links 
lots of their work, basing it around one of 
their curriculum topics.

Gogh’s paintings, inspiring them to paint 
their own.  They were also able to use the 
paintings to produce descriptive writing 
in literacy, labelling diagrams in Science 
and looking at conditions for growing 
their own plants.

Their trip to San Pedro Arts Café was 
an enjoyable conclusion to learning 
about Houses and Homes and Materials.  
Many children loved creating their own 
Hundertwasser inspired clay tile and leant 
where the clay came from and why it was 
a good material to use.

In the summer term, they have enjoyed 
inviting Barnaby Bear into their 
classroom.  He has accompanied children 
to various world wide location, but really 
appreciated a trip to the beach where he 
could practice phonics with the rest of 
Year 1.
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
