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	ENGLISH

This term we are concentrating on improving punctuation in our writing. To extend our writing we will be adding adjectives and descriptive phrases, and also introducing speech marks.

We will be looking at a range of texts focusing on poetry, explanation texts, information books and different stories by the same author.

We will continue to read and spell Year 1 & 2 high frequency words and cover the phonic sounds: ir, ur, er, air, ere, ear, are, or, ore, aw, oor, au and spelling endings with ing and ed. 

	MATHS
During this term we will be extending the work on addition and subtraction to include bigger numbers e.g. order and write numbers to 1000, know number bonds to 100. Work on weight and graphs will continue. Multiplication and division will include the 2, 5 and 10 times tables and introduce the 3 times table.  

We will also be learning how to read an analogue clock accurately. 

	SCIENCE
The topics for this term are electricity and materials. During the materials topic we will be investigating the uses and properties of different materials and how they can be changed by heating and cooling. During the electricity topic we will be looking at how it is used and how it can be supplied. We will also be investigating and making electrical circuits.

	TOPIC
The History topics for this term are Florence Nightingale and The Great Fire of London. We will be placing events chronologically on a timeline. We will be making links with our literacy work to further enhance our knowledge and understanding of events in history.

In art we will be linking with the work carried out in our science topic materials. We will be creating mosaics and collages using a variety of materials.
